TYPES of VARIATION WORD PROBLEMS


CH Variation Functions (7.11, 8.5, 8.6)

CH 7.11 word problems fall into one of four types:

· Write an equation for specified variation function with a single coordinate

· Write an equation for a non-specified variation function with two or more coordinates

One can determine the variation type by examining what happens to y as x double, triples, etc.

· Write an equation for a variation function involving length and volume or length and mass 

(Volume is directly proportional to the cube of length) 

(Mass is directly proportional to the cube of length)

· Use a specified variation function to determine the effects on a response
CH 8.5 word problems involve writing equations of variation functions with non-integer powers.

CH 8.6 word problems involve writing equations of variation functions with more than one input.
