Introduction:  Write a paragraph introduction explaining to the reader the purpose or objective of the study.  Do not give the reader technical jargon such as “p-value” or “z/t- score”.  Do not attempt to explain to the reader the technical instruments or details for making your decision.  Simply state that you will be performing a formal statistical test to make your conclusion.  The introduction is meant to motivate and or engage the average person to want to read the results.  Do not make it sound like I am making you do this project.  Instead, include some fun or interesting motivation behind your efforts.  Be creative.  

Conclusion:  Describe the results of the study in simple non-technical language.  Again, this is intended for a reader who has no statistical background.  Beyond a simple one-sentence answer, what larger implications do your results suggest?  In other words, now that you have made a decision about your data, who cares? Why is it important?  Again, be creative.  The conclusion should also invite the reader to visit the appendix for some more formal results.

Appendix_Page 1: Organize the raw data into a table.  Report the descriptive statistics offered by Minitab.  Present a “pretty” Minitab histogram of the data (include descriptive title).

Appendix_Page 2:  Present the formal, typed, 5-step hypothesis procedure.  Paste Minitab results into step IV.  Make a footnote that shows the work that leads to the appropriate p-value.  This information is also to be typed (so add it to you word document for I will not be collecting any hand written information).

Appendix_Page 3:  Attempt to explain how to flick or push the pencil in pencil golf.  How do you know where your shot ends?  Paste one of the two driving ranges from the online word document into this page of the appendix. 

· The maximum score for any student who has the wrong conclusion is 69%.  You can have the nicest project, but if you do not make the right conclusion, based on your results, then it was all for not.

· Do not ask me to check your conclusion or project before submitting.  It is your job to make and live with the results.  

· The project should consist of exactly four pages.
